From the Archives...  
The WOA Newsletter of April 2000 

 
FEATURES 
Jason Markham (HV, then RK) ran leg 7 (AKA the “bloody murder” leg) at the Taupo Night 
Relays, taking the Red Kiwis into 6th. He arrived in the dark after having finished 5th in the 
Tongariro Mountain Classic: 50km cycling, running the Tongariro Crossing, and paddling 
20km down the Tongariro River. Along with Antonia Wood (HV) Markham was selected for 
the NZ team to compete in two World Cups near Canberra. 
 
After public protest, Hutt City Council decided not to sell the “Kilmister Block” of land it 
owned in Belmont Regional Park. There was another crisis some years later, when 
Landcorp Farming, which owned another large piece, made “development” plans. We can 
be grateful that the government came to the rescue, enabling it to remain public. Landcorp 
still farms it, but under a lease, and Greater Wellington manages it. 
 
Wellington OC instituted a “development fund” to assist promising juniors to attend training 
camps. Those who had received grants were Victoria Glover, Kieran Johnstone, Rita 
Homes, Richard Glover, Melanie Johnstone, Elisabeth Ingham, Andrew Whiteford and 
Christopher Ingham. Lizzie Ingham (still WN) and Rita Homes (now HB) are currently 1 
and 3 in the NZ rankings. 
 
RESULTS 
Penny Kane went into the final O-Max race at St Pats Silverstream in third place, 1m55s 
down on Amy Holden. But both Kane and Lynn Glover passed Holden with D Squad 
member Kane taking the series. Stu Barr was the mens leader and made sure of things  
by beating Punch editor Andrew Thompson. Among the schoolboys there were four within 
3m3s. Although Peter Bakos was expected to have an advantage on the grounds of his 
own school, Ruvan Mendis won the night. But not by enough to deny Bakos, who had 
planned one of the events, the series. Victoria Glover won the girls. 
 
Jenny Bocock (KH) won the McGillicuddy Serious Handicap Score Event in Tinakori Hill, 
helped by a factor of 1.7 for the mysteriously described “other”. In his report, handicapper 
Dave Robinson advised Jenny how the bottle of red could be sent to him… 
 
 
AND FROM TEN YEARS BEFORE THAT 
In 1990 we welcomed new babies Joshua Nicholson, Claire Dinsdale, Jack Edmonds and 
Aaron Whiteford. (Was it something in the water in 1989, perhaps at a drinks control??) 
 
Warwick Hill (WN) developed a budget control flag for use by schools by laminating a 
coloured sheet and attaching a string. And OHV set up a budget for school mapping. 
Supplemented by donations from schools who could afford it, Kiwisport Officer Ian 
Donaldson used it to employ college age orienteers to map school grounds. 
 
And from 1980: “Orienteering shoes were almost unheard of (in New Zealand) but those 
who had been to Australia brought back news of a source of supply. They were a brand 
not made now, Nokia from Finland, and were available by mail order from Oz for $30-40.
