The Carnival also saw various competitions against our neighbours, with varying success.

The NZ Secondary Schools team was as dominant as ever against Australian states in the
Southern Cross Challenge, winning 2 individual and 3 relay grades of the 4 on offer each day
and racking up 61 of a possible 64 points. A clean sweep of the relays was agonisingly close,
with the Senior Girls being pipped by 5 seconds.

In the all-grade ANZ Challenge we gave the hosts a fright during the individual, losing by 6
grades to 9. | believe that is the closest we have come to winning on enemy territory. The relay
saw Australia win by 11 grades to 4, with our W16, W20E, M16 and M45 teams being
victorious.

Finally, our Pinestars suffered at the hands of the hosts as is common in this elite competition,
although it was a lot closer than usual, being behind by only a point after 2 of the 3 days. Our
team was young with many of our juniors competing, and the performances bode well for the
future. In particular, the results of Nick Hann WN (4™) and Laura Robertson HV (5") at the
Oceania Middle Championships in open elite competition are outstanding.

Oceania Carnival in Australia

It was an enjoyable and fairly successful occasion for the large contingent of New Zealanders participating

in the Oceania Orienteering Carnival in Warangatta and Yackandandah (Victoria) and Wagga Wagga and
Cooma (NSW) this year. The most pleasing results came from the New Zealand Schools competitors in the
fiSout hern Cross Junior Chall esngteake ioan whhhe hi INe&iwv iZeu
School teams. These races were held over two days near Wagga Wagga, NSW. In the Individual event on 4
October, both the Junior Boys and Junior Girls won, and the Senior Boys and Senior Girls were second.

Then in the Schools Relays on 5 October, New Zealand won the Junior Boys, Junior Girls and Senior Boys,

and the Senior Girls were second. The result was a convincing win for New Zealand ahead of Tasmania and
Queensland.

Among many fine individual performances, Callum Herries (Junior Boys, 2", Nick Hann (Senior Boys, 4™),
Brianna Massie (Junior Girls, 3", and Selena Metherell (Senior Girls, 2™) were outstanding.

Nick Hann leading the Senior Boys team to victory in the Australian Schools Relay
competition on 5 October, joined by team-mates Tim Robertson and Alistair Richardson.

The two Australia/New Zealand Challenge events began on 1 October with the Oceania long distance
championship race in an area of open eucalypt forest, steep in sections, with complex granite rock features.
New Zealanders generally coped well with the terrain, and the result was a narrow victory for Australia,
winning 9 classes to 6 i the closest New Zealand has ever managed to achieve in Australia. Winners
included Tim Robertson (M16A), Lauren Turner (W16A), Rob Jessop (M40A), Michael Wood (M60A),
Patricia Aspin (W60A), and Katie Cory-Wright (W12A). Other noteworthy performances were Lizzie
Ingham (4™ W21E), Selena Metherell (2" W20E), Shamus Morrison (2" M16A), Alistair Cory-Wright
(2" M45A), Wayne Aspin (2™ M65A), and Danielle Goodall (2" W12A).

The Oceania middle distance championships were held on 2 October in an area of intricate gold mining
terrain, with complex escarpments, erosion gullies, knolls and water features. Once again, the conditions
appeared to suit the New Zealanders, the most exciting result being an impressive victory in W21E by Lizzie
Ingham, cheered on by spectators watching the via GPS tracking on a huge video screen in the event
arena.

It did
prompt teams to return in time, though, with only one team returning late after making a
point of bagging both 100 pointers.

A number of teams bailed early and haven't given me scores. If you want a score recorded
let me know and we'll get the results updated. There were also a few team reshuffles that
may not be accurately recorded.

Again let me know and we'll get it updated, especially those who ended up going solo and
need points deducted (yeah, right!). With a number of teams returning with mangled and
barely readable control sheets | made the call to not collect and check them this time, so
hopefully I've captured all the points correctly.
